Guided Reading (Canada’s environment)

Canada has always relied heavily on raw materials to help improve their economy.  The raw materials were processed into other products in a factory and then exported to other countries.  Two of the main raw materials of Canada were fish and timber.  Because so many raw materials were being used, the environment began to suffer.  As a result, Canada now restricts the number of raw materials it exports.  Many manufactured goods, such as cars, are now exported.  Natural resources are still very important to Canada’s economy.

Recently, in an attempt to repopulate the fishing industry, Canada placed a ban on fishing in some areas.  The building of dams and mining in the Canadian shield has damaged the environment.  The loss of wildlife has hurt the lives of the Inuit people who depend on wildlife to live.  Acid rain has also hurt the environment in Canada.  The factories around the great lakes have also contributed greatly to the acid rain problem in Canada.  The factories release chemicals into the air that, when mixed with the water in the clouds, become acid rain.  Canada is now trying to work towards saving the environment.
