Guided Reading- The colonization of Australia by the United Kingdom

	Australia became a colony where the United Kingdom sent convicts to live.  By 1852, over 150,000 convicts had been sent to Australia.  In 1852, the United Kingdom stopped sending convicts to Australia.  New European colonists in Australia worked at farming and mining.  Raw materials gathered were sent back to the United Kingdom.  Because of the interaction between the European and Aborigine people, the Aborigines were exposed to new deadly diseases and died.  The Europeans wanted to live on the Australian coast, however, that is where the Aborigines lived.  The Europeans went to war with the Aborigines and soon drove the Aborigines away from the coast.  The Aborigines did not have guns and this put them at a disadvantage.  The war between the Europeans and Aborigines lasted from the 19th to the 20th century.  Although the Aborigines did fight the Europeans, they did not have the weapons or the leadership to win.  By the late 19th century, most Aborigines were living on reservations in the interior of Australia.  The Aborigines who lived deep in the desert were not bothered by the Europeans.  In 1901, the British established the country of Australia.  Aborigines were limited in what they could do and where they could live by unfair laws.  Mixed children were taken from their aboriginal homes by the government.  They were raised by European settlers and soon forgot their true families and culture.  Europeans wanted to end all aboriginal culture through their policies.  In the 1960’s, the Aboriginal people began to have their rights restored.
